Elijah.) 

 He [Peter] was still speaking when, behold, a bright cloud 

overshadowed them, and a voice from the cloud said, “This is my 

beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to him.” When 

the disciples heard this, they fell on their faces and were terrified. 

But Jesus came and touched them, saying, “Rise, and have no fear.” 

And when they lifted up their eyes, they saw no one but Jesus only.

The Father 

interrupted our normal daily routines, and He interrupted what was 

happening on Asbury University’s campus to say, “This is my Son, and I 

want you to listen to Him.” Some of us felt afraid, but Jesus said, “Don’t 

be afraid. I’m here.” When we looked up, we saw the face of Jesus. 

During this event, He taught me four things.

  The fourth thing that I will never forget is when Jesus comes, and we see the face of Jesus, He is 

irresistible. The whole world wants to come and be in His presence, to experience His love, His goodness, 

and His salvation. 

When they opened the doors and said anyone 

could come in; people didn’t even stop in the pews, they just walked straight to the altar. I prayed with 

two fathers who said, “We brought our sons because we wanted them to be in the presence of Jesus.” 

One had driven 38 hours, one way, from Montana. The other one had come from the Redeemed Church 

in New York City.
